BELGRADE, Serbia — Nebojsa Pavkovic, a former Serb-
led Yugoslav army chief who was convicted by a U.N. court 
of war crimes during the war in Kosovo, has died, Serbian of-
ficials and media said Monday. He was 79.

Pavkovic died in Belgrade, Serbia’s capital, less than a 
month after he was released from a prison in Finland where 
he had been serving a 22-year jail sentence for the atrocities 
against ethnic Albanians in the 1998-99 conflict.

Pavkovic commanded the Serb-led Yugoslav army troops 
in Kosovo during a Serbian crackdown on separatist ethnic 
Albanian forces who launched a rebellion to gain indepen-
dence for the territory, which was part of Serbia at the time.

Serbian security forces were accused of systematic 
crimes against civilians that included expulsions, torture, 
detentions and murder. More than 13,000 people were killed 
in the conflict, most of whom were ethnic Albanians.

Pavkovic was regarded as a war hero in Serbia despite 
his conviction at the International Criminal Tribunal for the 
former Yugoslavia. He was the army’s commander in chief 
from 2000-2002.

“He dedicated his life to serving the country and the 
army,” Serbian President Aleksandar Vucic said on Monday. 
“His memory will be cherished by those who shared hard 
and proud days with him.”

Serbian gen. convicted of war crimes 
in Kosovo by United Nations dies at 79

ADEN, Yemen — Houthi rebels re-
leased five Yemeni United Nations 
staff members and allowed 15 inter-
national ones to move freely within 
the U.N. compound after detaining 
them there in Sanaa over the week-
end, a U.N. spokesperson said Mon-
day.

Stéphane Dujarric, the U.N. 
spokesperson, also said Houthi secu-
rity forces had left the compound af-
ter the latest of such raids on interna-
tional organizations.

The Houthis have a long-running 
crackdown against the U.N. and oth-
ers working in Yemen’s rebel-held 
areas, including capital Sanaa, the 
coastal city of Hodeida and rebel 
stronghold in the northern province 
Sadaa.

The rebels have repeatedly 
claimed, without evidence, that the 
detained U.N. staff and employees of 
other organizations and embassies 
were spies, which the U.N. has de-
nied.

Dozens of people have been de-
tained. A World Food Program work-
er died in detention earlier this year 
in Sadaa.

Dujarric also told reporters Mon-
day that Secretary-General António 
Guterres spoke with the foreign min-

isters and leaders of Iran, Yemen and 
Saudi Arabia earlier in the day regard-
ing the detainment of staff.

He said that as the U.N. engages 
in the sensitive negotiations with the 
Houthis, it is important for member 
states who have influence in the re-
gion, like those three countries, to use 
their leverage to assist in the release 
of international and national staff.

Funeral for military chief
Earlier Monday, the Iran-backed 

rebels held a funeral for their mili-
tary chief of staff who was killed in a 
recent Israeli strike, with more than 
1,000 people gathered in Sanaa.

The Houthis acknowledged last 
week that Maj. Gen. Muhammad Ab-
dul Karim al-Ghamari was killed in an 
Israeli airstrike along with other rebel 
leaders. The Houthis did not say when 
the strike took place. The death fur-
ther escalated tensions between the 
rebels and Israel.

Nearly two months ago, Israe-
li airstrikes killed senior Houthi gov-
ernment officials in Sanaa, including 
their prime minister, Ahmed al-Raha-
wi.

The Houthis said al-Ghamari was 
killed along with his 13-year-old son, 
Hussain, and “several of his compan-
ions,” according to the rebel-con-
trolled SABA news agency, which 

didn’t provide further details.
Many in the funeral crowd on 

Monday vented their anger at Israel.
One mourner, Ayham Hassan, said 

“Israel is the biggest enemy for Arabs 
and Muslims.” He spoke to The Asso-
ciated Press by phone from Sanaa.

The U.N. sanctioned al-Ghamari 
for his “leading role in orchestrating 
the Houthis’ military efforts that are 
directly threatening the peace, se-
curity and stability of Yemen, as well 
as cross-border attacks against Saudi 
Arabia.”

The U.S. Treasury sanctioned him 
in 2021 for his responsibility in “or-
chestrating attacks by Houthi forces 
impacting Yemeni civilians” and said 
he had been trained by Lebanon’s 
militant Hezbollah group and Iran’s 
paramilitary Revolutionary Guard.

The U.S. and Israel had launched 
an air and naval campaign against 
the Houthis in response to the reb-
els’ missile and drone attacks on Is-
rael and on ships in the Red Sea. The 
Houthis have said they are acting in 
solidarity with the Palestinians over 
the war in Gaza.

Their attacks over the past two 
years have upended shipping in the 
Red Sea, through which about $1 tril-
lion of goods pass each year.

TOKYO — Japan’s former Prime 
Minister Tomiichi Murayama, who 
was known for his 1995 “Murayama 
statement” apologizing to Asian vic-
tims of his country’s aggression, died 
Friday. He was 101.

Murayama died at a hospital in his 
hometown Oita, southwestern Japan, 
according to a statement by Mizuho 
Fukushima, the head of Japan’s Social 
Democratic Party.

As head of what was then known 
as the Japan Socialist Party, Muraya-
ma led a coalition government from 
June 1994 to January 1996.

Historic apology for WWII actions
He is best remembered for the 

“Murayama statement,” an apology 
he issued on the 50th anniversary of 
Japan’s unconditional surrender end-
ing World War II on Aug. 15, 1995. It’s 

seen as Japan’s main expression of 
remorse for its wartime and colonial 
past.

“During a certain period in the not 
too distant past, Japan, following a 
mistaken national policy, advanced 
along the road to war ... and, through 
its colonial rule and aggression, 
caused tremendous damage and suf-
fering to the people of many coun-
tries, particularly to those of Asian na-
tions,” he said in the statement.

“In the hope that no such mistake 
be made in the future, I regard, in a 
spirit of humility, these irrefutable 
facts of history, and express here once 
again my feelings of deep remorse 
and state my heartfelt apology.”

Govt.  marked by controversy
Murayama was first elected to par-

liament in 1972 as a socialist lawmak-
er after working for a labor union and 
serving in a local assembly.

When he became prime minis-

ter in 1994, he broke with his party’s 
longtime opposition to the Japan-U.S. 
security alliance and Japan’s Self-De-
fense Forces, recognizing them as 
constitutional in a speech given in the 
face of yelling by angry members of 
his party.

In 1995, Murayama dealt with two 
major disasters: a massive earth-
quake in the western port city of Kobe 
that killed more than 6,400 people, 
and a Tokyo subway gas attack that 
killed 13 and injured more than 6,000 
people. He came under fire for slow 
responses to both.

He resigned early the following 
year in an unexpected announcement 
that came as he returned to work after 
the 1996 New Year holidays. Muraya-
ma said he had done what he could 
in a year marking the 50th anniversa-
ry of the end of World War II. He said 
he made the decision while looking at 
the blue sky in the new year.
