Award on Sunday, which recognized the team’s “use of data 
and analysis to drive design decisions.”

Day said the robotics program and the teams are funded 
completely through donations and grant funds.

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Five people were taken to hospi-
tals after a fire destroyed a house near 
Ijamsville early Tuesday, a fire official 
said.

The house in the 3000 block of 
Desmond Place, off Green Valley 
Road, was considered a total loss, 
with an estimate of more than $1 mil-
lion in damage, said Sarah Camp-
bell, a spokesperson for the Frederick 
County Division of Fire and Rescue 
Services.

Five people were in the house at 
the time of the fire — four adults and 
one child, according to Campbell. 
Four were taken to a local hospital 
and one was taken to a trauma center.

The Division of Fire and Rescue 
Services posted on its Facebook page 
that the five people were evaluated 
for possible smoke inhalation.

Firefighters were dispatched to 
Desmond Place at about 3:55 a.m. on 

Tuesday.
It took approximately 45 to 60 fire-

fighters about two hours to battle the 
blaze, Campbell said.

The cause of the fire was still un-
der investigation later Tuesday.

The Facebook post says the fire 
started on the back deck area.

Attain Sports, the owner of the 
Frederick Keys, is applying with the 
city to place the logo of the Inter-
national Brotherhood of Electrical 
Workers Local 24 on a new part of 
Harry Grove Stadium.

The Keys have returned as the Bal-
timore Orioles’ High-A affiliate, tak-
ing over for the Aberdeen IronBirds 
starting this season.

Attain Sports leases Harry Grove 
Stadium from the city.

The Maryland Stadium Authority 
put forward $39 million for upgrades 
to the stadium leading up to the 
team’s return to affiliated baseball.

Those upgrades include revamp-
ing the clubhouses and bullpens to 
minor league standards.

“Under the lease agreement with 
the City, Attain Sports is allowed to 
install ‘naming rights’ signage on the 
Stadium ...” subject to city approval, 
says a city document submitted for 
the Feb. 9 city Planning Commission 
meeting.

The proposal includes adding the 
logo of the electrical workers’ union 
to a new batting training building on 

the southern side of the stadium.
The proposal is for one sign to be 

on the exterior of the building facing 
New Design Road and one to be on 
the interior, facing the field.

The signs are both about 14 feet 
long and 9 feet tall.

The union declined to comment 
on Tuesday.

The Planning Commission is set 
to weigh the proposal at 6 p.m. at City 
Hall on Feb. 9. It will offer a recom-
mendation on the proposal to the 
City Council.

The City Council has the ultimate 
authority on the stadium’s signage, 

however.
The city receives a proportionate 

share of “naming rights” fees paid to 
Attain Sports, according to city docu-
ments.

It’s unclear what Attain Sports or 
the city would be paid for the signage.

Attain Sports and Richard Griffin, 
the city’s economic development di-
rector, couldn’t be reached for com-
ment on Tuesday.

The planning documents don’t in-
dicate that the proposal affects the 
stadium’s current name. Nymeo Fed-
eral Credit Union currently has nam-
ing rights for the field, Nymeo Field at 
Harry Grove Stadium.

Nymeo signed a contract with the 
city for naming rights in 2015.

Local 24’s jurisdiction includes 
large parts of Maryland, stretching 
from Frederick County to the Del-
marva peninsula.

The Keys will play in the South At-
lantic League beginning in 2026 after 
calling the Carolina League home for 
their previous existence as an Orioles 
affiliate.

Their first home game is set for 
April 14 against the Hudson Valley 
Renegades.
